SERVING SPARKLING WINES

Many New Year’s Eve celebrations include a
Champagne toast at midnight. Always serve
sparkling wines very cold and in fluted rather
than large-mouthed (Marie Antoinette)
glasses. A big mouth will let all the wonderful
bubbles escape in seconds, while tall and
narrow flutes keep the bubbles and the
aromas inside the glass.

Forgot to chill your sparkling wine? Here’s a
great trick. Fill a bucket halfway with warm
water. Add salt stir and add your wine bottle.
Fill with ice. Your bottle will be nicely chilled in
10 minutes because salt water freezes
faster than regular water.
